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About Today

Church Season: Pentecost -which is the season of the church in mission. It is the time between the ascension
of Christ and his second coming, which is the time we are presently living in today, and as such is the longest
season of the church year. The day of Pentecost is the birthday of the Christian church.

Color of the Paraments (cloths on the altar and pulpit):
White - symbolizing the defeat of death and the darkness of sin with the resurrection to eternal life.

The suggested scripture lessons are from the Revised Common Lectionary (RCL), which selects passages
throughout the Bible over a three year cycle. The RCL is the most common lectionary used by Christian
churches. We are in Year B, which emphasizes the Gospel of Mark.

The Bible is in two sections: Old Testament - OT (scripture prior to Christ’s birth), located in the first 2/3 of
the Bible; and New Testament - NT (about Christ & early church).

This Sunday, November 21, 2021, Lectionary Reading for 26™ Sunday after Pentecost
2 Samuel 23:1-7 and Psalm 132:1-12, (13-18); Daniel 7:9-10, 13-14 and Psalm 93; Revelation 1:4b-8;
John 18:33-37

The Second Book of Samuel
This OT book, bears the name of the prophet Samuel. This book takes place during the rule of the second king
of Israel, David (ruling from 1000-961 B.C.). Two important themes within this book are that of the a nation’s
relationship with God and good rule of people; and secondly, the complexity of individual relationships with
God. Samuel was the prophet anointed King David. In Hebrew, the word prophet literally means
“spokesperson.” A prophet is one who acts as an intermediary, called by God to speak to God’s people,
usually to bring those people back in line with God’s will.

Psalm 132
Psalms 120-134 are a part of the collection known as “A Song of Ascents.” These 15 OT songs were most
likely sung by people on religious pilgrimages. This is a royal song, which celebrates God’s selection of Zion
(a spiritual name for Jerusalem) as the divine resting place of the ark of the covenant, a visible throne of an
invisible God, established in a sanctuary built by King David. This sung liturgy proclaims King David’s
divine right to rule, as well as his descendants (which would include Jesus of Nazareth).

The Revelation to John (Apocalypse)
This is the last book in the NT, which is a prophetic book written by a person named “John” who was
probably born into the Jewish faith in Palestine and moved to Asia Minor between 66-73A.D. This is
probably not the same John who wrote the Gospel of John or the Letters of John. This book is believed to be
written between 64 - 96 A.D. Some scholars believe that this book developed over a period of time, with 1:4-
11 and 4:1-22:5 being written around 64 A.D., and the rest of the book being written sometime between 81-96
A.D. The genre of this book is “apocalypse” (revelation). Biblically, an apocalypse is usually a first-person
narrative (generally written under a pen name of a noted Biblical character) where the author retells a vision
about the future, heaven, or both.

The Gospel According to John
John is the latest of the four Gospels, written around 80-90 A.D. probably in Ephesus, and attributed to John
the son of Zebedee, the beloved disciple of Jesus. This Gospel was “written so that you may come to believe
that Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of God, and through believing you may have life in his name” (20:31).
