The Flow of the Worship Service

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About Today

Church Season: Pentecost —which is the season of the church in mission. It is the time between the
ascension of Christ and his second coming, which is the time we are presently living in today, and as
such is the longest season of the church year. During this season we focus on how we, as disciples of
Jesus Christ, are called by God to go out into the world and share his Good News through both our
deeds and words.

Color of the Paraments (cloths on the altar and pulpit):
White - symbolizing resurrection through Jesus Christ
Green — the color of growing life, symbolizing the life God brings and the growth of the church,
especially through our mission work

The suggested scripture lessons are from the Revised Common Lectionary (RCL), which selects
passages throughout the Bible over a three year cycle. The RCL is the most common lectionary used by
Christian churches. We are in Year C, which emphasizes the Gospel of Luke.

The Bible is in two sections: Old Testament - OT (scripture prior to Christ’s birth), located in the first
2/3 of the Bible; and New Testament - NT (about Christ & early church). The first four books of the NT
are called the “Gospels,” which Christians consider the most central books of the Bible; the rest of the NT
takes place after his ascension into heaven.

This Sunday, November 6, 2022 -- L ectionary Reading for All Saints Sunday
Daniel 7:1-3, 15-18 Psalm 149 Ephesians 1:11-23 Luke 6:20-31

Daniel
Daniel had many dreams and visions he did not understand. He dreamed of four beasts, which
represented four kingdoms of the world, and of a ram and goat, which depicted two of those kingdoms
in greater detail. Daniel’s visions reveal that the Messiah will be the ruler of a spiritual kingdom that
will overpower and overshadow all other earthly kingdoms. These visions help us see that we should
interpret all of history in light of God’s eternal kingdom.

Psalm 149
This is an OT hymn of praise and thanksgiving for God’s salvation, especially for those who are
humble and faithful.

The Letter of Paul to the Ephesians

This Epistle (letter) to the Gentile church in Ephesus is attributed to the Apostle Paul, written in the
first century A.D. This is an open letter to many churches in response for the life-changing radical
transformation in our personal and social life as we become a part of Christ’s family. Paul was a
Christian, Jew, Pharisee, Roman citizen, and leader in the Christian church, who had a direct encounter
with Jesus Christ on the road to Damascus after Jesus’ ascension into heaven. He wrote more of the
NT than any other person. The title of this letter “Hebrews” presumably refers to the original audience
of this letter as primarily Jewish-Christian.

The Gospel According to Luke
The Gospel of Luke and the Acts of the Apostles is attributed to Luke “the beloved physician,” written
around 59-90 A.D. (C.E.). Not having met Jesus personally, Luke undertook the task of “investigating
everything carefully from the very first, to write and orderly account” of Jesus Christ, “so that you may
know the truth concerning the things about which you have been instructed.”
